What works well?
What can we do better?
	Pupils were in agreement that they all feel that they have a member of staff to talk to
discuss any concerns or worries that they have. They feel that incidents are dealt with
promptly by staff and as a result there are no signs of bullying. They also said that with a
high staff to pupil ratio then it would be difficult to bully someone on site, there is banter
but no bullying. There were no comments of bullying off-site and one pupil mentioned that
this is the first school that she has been to where rumours are not spread and pupils can
move on quickly.
In terms of the school environment pupils felt it would be good if there were more
classrooms so groups/classes could be split if necessary. Pupils felt that the presentation
of the outside of the school could be better – painting railings and having flower beds.
Pupils were keen to have open conversations around the awareness of mental health and
drugs.
In terms of healthy and active lifestyle it was mentioned that there has been an increase
of more physical activity taking place by pupils in school over the las year and pupils were
keen to play in a 5 a side football tournament.
